1.1.1 - The Institution ensures effective curriculum delivery through awell planned and documented

The institution established in the year 1968 in a soci o-econonmcally
backward regi on of Chandrapur district in Maharashtra state. Since
then, the institution has been running Arts, Science & Comrerce on
Gant-in-Ad basis, affiliated to Gondwana Uni versity, Gadchiroli
Wal ki ng hand-in-hand with the technol ogi cal advancenent, the
institution is changing towards the enhancenent quality in higher
education. As per the direction of UGC, the total teaching days in
the institution should exceed 180 days deciding 90 days for each
senester. The affiliated university provides senester w se fixed
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curriculumfor all the courses. To fulfil the teaching-Iearning
objectives the institution designs regular teaching tinme-table

i ncl udi ng each lecture carrying 50 m nutes. To conduct all these
aspects snoot hly, a planning docunent (Acadenic Cal endar) is being
desi gned at the beginning of every academ c session for all the

st akehol ders. The cal endar includes, m ninmum 90 teaching days in
each senester. This year, due to pandem c situation, all the classes
and various co-curricular and extra-curricular activities were
conduct ed through online node. Organization of activities |ike
conferences, sem nars, webinars, workshops, online events,

i nauguration of and constitution of various subjects’ clubs,
excursions, visits, guest lecturers of em nent personnel from
various subjects are planned according to schedul ed academ c
calendar. The reports of all the activities perforned are prepared
and forwarded to I QAC. The institution organizes extra-curricular
activities like annual gathering for the overall personality

devel opnent of the students, birth and death anni versaries of great
| eaders, rallies for awareness of various social issues |ike

cl eanli ness, addiction eradication, gender sensitization, AlDS

awar eness, superstition, water and environnment conservation etc. The
best unit award recipient NSS wing in the institution plays a vital
role in carrying the social activities |like Blood-Donation, Health
Check-up, Tree Plantation, Awareness Rallies, surveys on
beneficiaries of various governnment schenes in the adopted vill age
of the institution, etc. NSS also carries out various personality
devel opnent conpetitions |ike El ocution, Debate, E-Quiz, Online
Programes, etc. Teachers play a crucial role in inplenenting the
curricular and extra-curricular activities in the institution along
with their regular workload. Sone faculty nmenbers in the
institutions are the nenbers of the Board of Studies (BoS) in
Gondwana Uni versity, Gadchiroli to design the curriculumfor the
university affiliated institutions. The institution is serious about
t he organi zati on of various research based activities |like

i nternational and national webinars, e-workshops, e-conferences,
etc. As per the direction of UGC, with the introduction of CBCS,
sonme certificate and add-on courses are provided. Fromthe acadenic

Sol ar Technol ogy, Honey Production, Mishroom Production are newy
added with other two existing courses (Verm culture and Marat hi
Granmar). To enhance the research environnment in the canpus, CHLR

al so given in academ c cal endar. The teachers introduce the syll abus
in the beginning of every senester. The concerning teachers of all

t he departnents conduct unit tests for the better conducting of CIE
The head of the institution regularly conducts staff council
neetings to ensure the better functioning of the acadenm c and

exam nati on-based activities. It is nmandatory for the students and
the faculty to adhere to the academ c cal endar for the conpletion of
academ c activities. The head of the institution nonitors the
teaching, |earning and eval uation as a continuous process in the
institution throughout the academ c session. At the end of every
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senester, as a part of internal assessnent, the project under skill
enhancenent course for sem VI students and hone assignnment are given
to the students before the commencenent of termend exam The
institution is a recogni zed exam nation center of Gondwana
University to conduct the exam nations based on CBCS pattern of the
university as per the norns |laid down by the university. Mst of the
teachers in the practical based subjects are the internal and
external examners in the practical exam nation conducted by the
university. Therefore, they follow strictly the teaching plan and
time bound delivery of the curriculumto the students and conduct
Continuous Internal Evaluation of the students wi thout fail.

(bj ectives of the Practice:

e To protect seeds fromw ld insects & aninmals

The Cont ext

Maxi num peopl e in the region have agricul tural background who run
their livelihood on agriculture. It is experienced that in the
nodern age, use of chem cal fertilizers is in trend trenendously as
a result of which the age-old Indian practice of using organic
fertilizers is deteriorating. But as the damage caused by chem cal
fertilizers is often long-termand increasing, it is wiser to
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consider alternative and sustai nable nethods of fertilizing the
soil. Considering the need of organic farm ng and awar eness about
the use of seed ball in the agriculture, departnent of Botany of the
institution has taken the initiative in the preparation of seed bal
as nodel and aware the students in the institution about its use.

A seed ball is a seed that has been wapped in soil materials,
usually a m xture of clay and conpost, and then dried. Essentially,
the seed is ‘pre-planted’ and can be sown by depositing the seed
bal | anywhere suitable for the species, keeping the seed safely
until the proper germnation. They contain a conbination of mnera
soil, hurus and three types of conpost (Verm conpost, Cow dung and
Deconposed leaf litter) for all the nutritional requirenents of the
pl ants. These are placed around the seeds, at the center of the
ball, to provide mcrobial inoculants.

The Practice

During the practical classes, the teachers of the departnent of

Bot any put forward the idea of preparation of seed ball anobng the
students. It was convinced to the students that this practical
approach of the preparation of seed ball is not only useful for them
in their studies but also proved to be fruitful in using in the
farms to avoid the chem cal fertilizers. There is need of soil or
conpost, clay, and seeds that are native to the region. (Non-native
species could throw off the | ocal balance and lead to the

i ntroduction of invasive species.) Anounts will vary, but a ratio of
five parts soil to three parts clay to one part seeds is a good rule
of thunmb (5:3:1). Balls should beabout the size of a quarterto nake
for easy throwing. To nmaxi m ze the seeds chances of sprouting roots,
spring and sumrer are the best tinmes to deploy the seedballs. Seed
bal | s are anazingly versatile. They can be tossed over fences into
abandoned |l ots, or out the wi ndows of cars and buses onto nedi an

di viders and roadsi de wastel and. They can be |eft al ongside parking
| ots and bi ke paths, in unused planters and gardens that have fallen
on hard tinmes. In short, anywhere there is land to grow them —

provi ded that the soil shouldn’'t too dry, conpact, or dense with

ot hervegetation. There are many types of seeds which can be used in
the preparation of seed balls. One can try w | d?ower seeds,
necessary for the survival of pollinators (such as bees) on which
our ecosystem depends. Such’conpani on’ pl antsare chosen because they
grow wel | together, assisting in pollination, pest deterrence, and
soilconditioning. Planting is satisfying but hard work. One has to
to dig holes, weed, water and prune — and nost inportantly, one
needs perm ssion to cultivate the land. But with seed balls, only
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need to throw them It’s a great way to get people of all ages and
backgrounds involved in the greening process, including those who
m ght never have consi dered thensel vesgar deners.

Evi dence of Success

Through this practice, the institution has extended hel ping hand to
the | arge nunber of farnmers in the vicinity who can enabl e

t hensel ves by the preparation of seed ball as a fertilizer. The
institution can becone the platformfor this novel agricultural
practice. The institution has made | arge nunber of seed balls and
distributed themto the students and the farners as well, and told
themto throw the balls wherever you want. The balls are gifted on

t he occasions of birthdays too. The result of this was the flora has
becone rich in the area. The students who participated in this
practice of seed ball preparation spread this idea in the vicinity.

Sonme students also prom sed that they will use this prepare seed
ball in their home and this they will use this product in their
farms.

Probl ens Encount ered and Resources Required

e The problem encountered with this practice is that when the
balls are distributed to the students and told themto throw
outside, the seeds thrown on barren area and particularly sand
platform Such seeds have to be managed.

e The size of the seed balls should be varied according to their
seed viability.

Their use increases the creativity anong the
students. The feeling of getting any information under the sun on a
single click of the smartphone enriches the know edge of students
and anybody interested in the subjects.

The information stored in a QR Code is usuall yURL, i.e. hidden
website address. Anyone with a snmartphone can use a QR codescanni ng
appto scan the code and see the detailed information |ike scientific
nane and famly of sone particular plant. The institution has a vast
scope to use QR codes to different things |ike plants, species,
phot os of inportant witers, poets, Zoologists, Botanists,

Mat hemat i ci ans and nany nore. The prem ses al so have Bot ani cal
garden with different varieties of plants. Sone faculty took
initiative in creating the QR code to different plants and species.
Depart nent of Zool ogy al so used applied this nmethod in their UG and
PG labs in the formof posters. The posters have pictures of the
animals and the QR codes are given with the pictures.

During | ockdown, due to pandem c, the teachers have to engage the
students on online classes. This was al so useful in getting required
data regardi ng species and plants. The students were suggested to
scan the QR codes to get information accordingly. They were al so
told to join their respective Wiat’s App G oups using QR code so
that they can be well acquainted with the process of using QR code.
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Evi dence of Success

The institution observed that many students are scanni ng QR codes
for fulfilnment of their thrust of know edge, these days. The
students scan the QR codes fixed to the trees using their android
phones and gat her the required and useful data for their academc
devel opnent.

(bj ectives of the Practice:

e To protect seeds fromw ld insects & aninmals

The Cont ext

Maxi mum people in the region have agricul tural background who run
their livelihood on agriculture. It is experienced that in the
nodern age, use of chemcal fertilizers is in trend trenendously
as a result of which the age-old Indian practice of using organic
fertilizers is deteriorating. But as the damage caused by

chem cal fertilizers is often long-termand increasing, it is

W ser to consider alternative and sustai nabl e net hods of
fertilizing the soil. Considering the need of organic farm ng and
awar eness about the use of seed ball in the agriculture,
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departnent of Botany of the institution has taken the initiative
in the preparation of seed ball as nodel and aware the students
in the institution about its use.

A seed ball is a seed that has been wapped in soil materials,
usually a mxture of clay and conpost, and then dri ed.
Essentially, the seed is ‘pre-planted’ and can be sown by
depositing the seed ball anywhere suitable for the species,
keeping the seed safely until the proper germnation. They
contain a conbination of mneral soil, hunus and three types of
conpost (Verm conpost, Cow dung and Deconposed |leaf litter) for
all the nutritional requirenments of the plants. These are placed
around the seeds, at the center of the ball, to provide mcrobia
i nocul ants.

The Practice

During the practical classes, the teachers of the departnent of
Bot any put forward the idea of preparation of seed ball anobng the
students. It was convinced to the students that this practica
approach of the preparation of seed ball is not only useful for
themin their studies but also proved to be fruitful in using in
the farns to avoid the chemcal fertilizers. There is need of

soil or conpost, clay, and seeds that are native to the region.
(Non-native species could throw off the |ocal balance and lead to
the introduction of invasive species.) Amounts wll vary, but a
ratio of five parts soil to three parts clay to one part seeds is
a good rule of thunmb (5:3:1). Balls should beabout the size of a
quarterto make for easy throwing. To nmaxi m ze the seeds chances
of sprouting roots, spring and summer are the best tines to

depl oy the seedballs. Seed balls are amazingly versatile. They
can be tossed over fences into abandoned |lots, or out the w ndows
of cars and buses onto nedi an dividers and roadsi de wast el and.
They can be | eft al ongside parking |lots and bi ke paths, in unused
pl anters and gardens that have fallen on hard tinmes. In short,
anywhere there is land to grow them — provided that the soi
shouldn’t too dry, conpact, or dense with othervegetation. There
are many types of seeds which can be used in the preparation of
seed balls. One can try w | d?ower seeds, necessary for the
survival of pollinators (such as bees) on which our ecosystem
depends. Such' conpani on’ pl antsare chosen because they grow wel |
together, assisting in pollination, pest deterrence, and
soilconditioning. Planting is satisfying but hard work. One has
to to dig holes, weed, water and prune — and nost inportantly,
one needs permssion to cultivate the land. But with seed balls,
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only need to throwthem It’'s a great way to get people of al
ages and backgrounds involved in the greening process, including
t hose who m ght never have consi dered thensel vesgardeners.

Evi dence of Success

Through this practice, the institution has extended hel pi ng hand
to the | arge nunber of farners in the vicinity who can enabl e

t hensel ves by the preparation of seed ball as a fertilizer. The
institution can becone the platformfor this novel agricultural
practice. The institution has made | arge nunber of seed balls and
distributed themto the students and the farners as well, and
told themto throw the balls wherever you want. The balls are
gifted on the occasions of birthdays too. The result of this was
the flora has becone rich in the area. The students who
participated in this practice of seed ball preparation spread
this idea in the vicinity. Sone students al so prom sed that they
Wi ll use this prepare seed ball in their hone and this they wll
use this product in their farnmns.

Probl ens Encount ered and Resources Required

e The problem encountered with this practice is that when the
balls are distributed to the students and told themto
t hrow out si de, the seeds thrown on barren area and
particularly sand platform Such seeds have to be nmanaged.
e The size of the seed balls should be varied according to
their seed viability.

When the institution
observed that the students use the smartphones everywhere in the
prem ses then why not they use it for their academ c purpose as
well as for nore information |ike knowi ng information |ike | ocal
pl ant species to help conserve them adding thenselves in the

cl ass what’ s app groups, useful websites, contact data to

cal endar data, email addresses, phone nunbers and geol ocati on and
many nore. Departnent of Zool ogy, Botany, English, Mthematics,
Physi cs, and ot her departnents used this technique of QR (Quick
Response) codes for the upgradation of know edge anong the
students. Library of the institution uses the codes for the entry
and exit of the students. QR codes al so pronote sharing and
networ ki ng. They are far nore than just digital barcodes. Their
use increases the creativity anong the students. The feeling of
getting any information under the sun on a single click of the
smart phone enriches the know edge of students and anybody
interested in the subjects.

The Practice

The information stored in a QR Code is usuall yURL, i.e. hidden
website address. Anyone with a snartphone can use a R
codescanni ng appto scan the code and see the detailed information
like scientific name and famly of some particular plant. The
institution has a vast scope to use QR codes to different things
i ke plants, species, photos of inportant witers, poets,
Zool ogi sts, Botanists, Mathematicians and nany nore. The prem ses
al so have Botanical garden with different varieties of plants.
Sonme faculty took initiative in creating the QR code to different
pl ants and species. Departnment of Zool ogy al so used applied this
method in their UG and PG labs in the formof posters. The
posters have pictures of the animals and the QR codes are given
with the pictures.

During | ockdown, due to pandemi c, the teachers have to engage the
students on online classes. This was al so useful in getting
requi red data regardi ng species and plants. The students were
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suggested to scan the QR codes to get information accordingly.
They were also told to join their respective Wiat’'s App G oups
using QR code so that they can be well acquainted with the
process of using QR code.

Evi dence of Success

The institution observed that nmany students are scanning QR codes
for fulfilment of their thrust of know edge, these days. The
students scan the QR codes fixed to the trees using their android
phones and gather the required and useful data for their academ c
devel opnent. The codes used in zool ogy | abs are used by the
students for getting information regarding the aninals and

speci es. Mathenmatics and Physics departnents have provided the QR
Codes regarding the information of various mathematici ans and
useful websites, and these seemvery useful in the upgradation of
t he students’ know edge. The students scan the codes and join the
What s app groups w thout any hurdl es.

Probl ens Encountered and Resources Required

The activity started with the very zeal and enthusiasm as the
responses fromthe students is trenendous for this activity. The
nunber of students are using these QR codes for quenching their
t hrust of know edge. To scan the codes there is a requirenent of
androi d nobil e phones, but, as the students in the institution
bel ong to rural and econom cally backward area and they do not
have androi d phones, all of the students were unable to scan the
codes and use this activity.
